Where will we visit?

Week I, Eastern Islands: from Athens to Kythnos, Syros, Delos, Mykonos, Lipsi, Patmos, Bodrum, Kos, Symi and Rhodes (for Shabbat)
 

Week II, Western Islands: from Rhodes (for Shabbat) to Ios, Santorini, Kithyra, Monemvassia, Nafplion, Hydra and Athens
All stops are subject to change

Every island has beautiful harbour villages with coffee and gift shops galore. Below is a partial list of the available activities:
Kythnos: hiking - trails are easy to follow, eg from the port to Chora or Driopida, the two main villages of Kythnos. The island will bring us to ruined castles, chapels and beaches that remain secluded even in high season.

 

Syros: hiking, horse riding or biking - especially cycling. There are a couple of bicycle rentals on the island, from where we will rent bicycles and explore the beaches and villages. 
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Delos & Mykonos: whether you prefer a village walking tour, an adrenalin ATV tour or a historical Delos tour  - Mykonos is one of the absolute top summer destinations in Greece. The fantastic beaches, the party scene, the ambience and the luxurious style create a solid idea of what to expect when visiting the island. (Chaim, we ain’t in Bnei Brak now!!) 
Mykonos also offers excellent untouched seashores, watersports, archaeology and of course local taverns and bars.

 

Lipsi: the best thing to do in Lipsi is to swim to and  from from lovely beaches

Patmos: ATV’s, hiking, horse riding - especially hiking. Many old footpaths cross the island and lead to small settlements, secluded beaches and hilltops with breathtaking view to the sea. 

 

Kos: As this is a tourist developed island, there is plenty to do: surfing, diving, horseback riding, ATV’s…. A very popular activity is windsurfing. There are windsurfing centers in many beaches around Kos island that rent equipment and offer courses.
Symi: hiking – an enjoyable activity in Simi island is hiking. Many old footpaths cross the island and lead to tiny chapels, small settlements, secluded beaches and hilltops with breathtaking view to the sea.
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Rhodes: The medieval city is clearly the island’s must-see attraction. 
This UNESCO World Heritage site is the largest and best preserved fortified city in Europe! 
Rhodes is also home to one of the oldest “active” shuls in the world where we hope to pray on Shabbat
Rhodes  offers: ATV’s, biking and hiking, the Valley of the Butterflies and Lindos.

 

Ios: hiking/ water sports – discover the beauty of Manganari beach in a swim stop.

 

Santorini: the walk from the swanky main town of Fira to Oia takes about an hour plus and passes through many picturesque settlements. The views are simply …. Iconic!!
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Kythira: ATV’s, hiking. There are many sites to visit, including the Cave of Agia Sofia, the stunning Waterfalls of Fonissa and the Medieval Castle of Chora.

Nafplion: biking, hiking  - Nafplion is among the most romantic towns in Greece, geographically located on the eastern side of Peloponnese. With intense Medieval style and only 2 hours drive from Athens, this is a popular weekend destination. The Old Town is a marvel to walk around with elegant mansions and large squares, while on the hill above the Old Town is a strong fortress dating from the Venetian ages.

 

Hydra: hiking , walking tour - hiking is popular as the island is criss-crossed by many paths that lead to impressive spots with sea view and historical monasteries. Hydra Town is also a picturesque place to stroll around, with elegant mansions and a museum at the port.
